B | DESCRIPTION OF THE WORKS

The building structure is in reinforced concrete foundation with a pitched roof with steel truss members.

Windows are generally steel casement sections infilled with clear and/or obscure glass. Doors are
steel casement doors externally, semi-solid and solid core flush doors internally.

Wall finishes are generally plastered and painted. White ceramic wall tiles to internal wet areas.
Ceiling finishes are plastered and painted slab soffits and Soft board ceiling.

A MEASUREMENTS

rubbish, unused materials, stains and leave in a clean tidy state to the satisfaction of the Project
Manager.
The whole of the works shall be delivered up clean, complete, and perfect condition in every respect
to the satisfaction of the Project Manager.

D CLAIMS
Claims Shall Not be Applicable

E PAYMENTS
Payment may be done on monthly basis or stage payments, whichever agreed by the Client and
the Contractor, by the Project Manager on application by the Contactor. All payments shall be made
by Client Department upon certification by the Project Manager. Subcontractors shall be paid
through the Main Contractor. The Main Contractor must confirm that they have paid sub-contractors
to be eligible for subsequent certificates.

PREVENTION OF ACCIDENTS, DAMAGE OR LOSS

The Contractor is notified that the works are to be carried out on a fairly busy, high security conscious
site where the Client is going on with other normal activities. He/she is therefore instructed to take
reasonable care in the execution of the works so as to prevent accidents, damage or loss and
disruption of normal activities being carried out by the Client. The Contractor shall allow in his rates
any expenses he deems necessary by taking such care within the site.

E | PHASED IMPLEMENTATION AND SECTIONAL COMPLETION

The Client based on various factors may consider sectional completion or phased implementation of the
works. The Contractor will be instructed by the Project Manager to abide by such directions to suit the
requirements of the Employer.

Tenderers are also notified that no contractual claims or increase in prices will be allowed due to any
Phased implementation of the works

The last of the contract works are however to be completed within the overall Contract Completion
Period.
